No more than 50 tonnes per day of non hazardous waste to
be treated at the site under a D9 activity.

There shall be no treatment of WEEE.

a) all bulking, transfer or treatment of non-hazardous waste
shall be carried out inside a building;

b) all non-hazardous waste shall be stored in a building or
within a secure container.

c) all non-hazardous waste shall be stored and treated on an
impermeable surface with sealed drainage system.

There shall be no treatment of upholstered domestic seating
20 03 07 other than manual sorting and separation. This
waste should be stored separately and not mixed with other
wastes.
