Introductory note

This introductory note does not form a part of the permit

The main features of the permit are as follows.

PMG operate a successful road sweeper handling facility at unit 1, 38 Albert Road, St Philips, Bristol under
environmental permit reference no. EPR/AB3303CE. To allow an increased through put PMG propose to relocate
their site to larger premises at Church Road. The application is for a road sweeper handling operation which
involves the processing and storage of waste, activities on site consist of recycling or reclamation of organic
substances which are not used as solvents (R3), recycling or reclamation of other inorganic materials (R5) and
storage of wastes pending recovery operations (R13) with an annual throughput of 62,000 tonnes per annum.
The site will consist of a new compound/depot for their large vehicle fleet with a maintenance building and other
associated development including an area for new bespoke road sweeper handling facility. There are no emission
points to air, water or land from the waste operation. The site design has sustainable drainage arrangements
recirculating site waters.

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Management

General management

The operator shall manage and operate the activities:

(&) in accordance with a written management system that identifies and minimises risks of pollution,
including those arising from operations, maintenance, accidents, incidents, non-conformances,
closure and those drawn to the attention of the operator as a result of complaints; and

(b) using sufficient competent persons and resources.
Records demonstrating compliance with condition 1.1.1 shall be maintained.

Any person having duties that are or may be affected by the matters set out in this permit shall have
convenient access to a copy of it kept at or near the place where those duties are carried out.

The operator shall comply with the requirements of an approved competence scheme.

Avoidance, recovery and disposal of wastes produced by the
activities
The operator shall take appropriate measures to ensure that:

(a) the waste hierarchy referred to in Article 4 of the Waste Framework Directive is applied to the
generation of waste by the activities; and

(b) any waste generated by the activities is treated in accordance with the waste hierarchy referred to in
Article 4 of the Waste Framework Directive; and

(c) where disposal is necessary, this is undertaken in a manner which minimises its impact on the
environment.

The operator shall review and record at least every four years whether changes to those measures should
be made and take any further appropriate measures identified by a review.

Climate change

The operator shall review and if appropriate update, at least every 4 years, the climate change adaptation
risk assessment submitted with the permit application, and shall update the written management system
as appropriate.

Operations

Permitted activities

The operator is only authorised to carry out the activities specified in schedule 1 table S1.1 (the
“activities”).

The site

The activities shall not extend beyond the site, being the land shown edged in green on the site plan at
schedule 7 to this permit.
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Operating techniques

The activities shall, subject to the conditions of this permit, be operated using the techniques and in the
manner described in the documentation specified in schedule 1, table S1.2, unless otherwise agreed in
writing by the Environment Agency.

If notified by the Environment Agency that the activities are giving rise to pollution, the operator shall
submit to the Environment Agency for approval within the period specified, a revision of any plan or other
documentation (“plan”) specified in schedule 1, table S1.2 or otherwise required under this permit which
identifies and minimises the risks of pollution relevant to that plan , and shall implement the approved
revised plan in place of the original from the date of approval, unless otherwise agreed in writing by the
Environment Agency.

Waste shall only be accepted if:
(a) itis of atype and quantity listed in schedule 2 table S2.1; and

(b) it conforms to the description in the documentation supplied by the producer and holder.

Emissions and monitoring

Emissions of substances not controlled by emission limits

Emissions of substances not controlled by emission limits (excluding odour) shall not cause pollution. The
operator shall not be taken to have breached this condition if appropriate measures, including, but not
limited to, those specified in any approved emissions management plan, have been taken to prevent or
where that is not practicable, to minimise, those emissions.

The operator shall:

(a) if notified by the Environment Agency that the activities are giving rise to pollution, submit to the
Environment Agency for approval within the period specified, an emissions management plan which
identifies and minimises the risks of pollution from emissions of substances not controlled by
emission limits;

(b) implement the approved emissions management plan, from the date of approval, unless otherwise
agreed in writing by the Environment Agency.

All liquids in containers, whose emission to water or land could cause pollution, shall be provided with
secondary containment, unless the operator has used other appropriate measures to prevent or where
that is not practicable, to minimise, leakage and spillage from the primary container.

Odour

Emissions from the activities shall be free from odour at levels likely to cause pollution outside the site, as
perceived by an authorised officer of the Environment Agency, unless the operator has used appropriate
measures, including, but not limited to, those specified in any approved odour management plan, to
prevent or where that is not practicable to minimise the odour.

The operator shall:

(a) if notified by the Environment Agency that the activities are giving rise to pollution outside the site
due to odour, submit to the Environment Agency for approval within the period specified, an odour
management plan which identifies and minimises the risks of pollution from odour;

(b) implement the approved odour management plan, from the date of approval, unless otherwise
agreed in writing by the Environment Agency.

Noise and vibration
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Emissions from the activities shall be free from noise and vibration at levels likely to cause pollution
outside the site, as perceived by an authorised officer of the Environment Agency, unless the operator
has used appropriate measures, including, but not limited to, those specified in any approved noise and
vibration management plan to prevent or where that is not practicable to minimise the noise and vibration.

The operator shall:

(a) if notified by the Environment Agency that the activities are giving rise to pollution outside the site
due to noise and vibration, submit to the Environment Agency for approval within the period
specified, a noise and vibration management plan which identifies and minimises the risks of
pollution from noise and vibration;

(b) implement the approved noise and vibration management plan, from the date of approval, unless
otherwise agreed in writing by the Environment Agency.

Pests

The activities shall not give rise to the presence of pests which are likely to cause pollution, hazard or
annoyance outside the boundary of the site. The operator shall not be taken to have breached this
condition if appropriate measures, including, but not limited to, those specified in any approved pests
management plan, have been taken to prevent or where that is not practicable, to minimise the presence
of pests on the site.

The operator shall:

(a) if notified by the Environment Agency, submit to the Environment Agency for approval within the
period specified, a pests management plan which identifies and minimises risks of pollution, hazard
or annoyance from pests;

(b) implement the pests management plan, from the date of approval, unless otherwise agreed in writing
by the Environment Agency.

Information

Records

All records required to be made by this permit shall:
(&) belegible;
(b) be made as soon as reasonably practicable;

(c) if amended, be amended in such a way that the original and any subsequent amendments remain
legible, or are capable of retrieval; and

(d) be retained, unless otherwise agreed in writing by the Environment Agency, for at least 6 years from
the date when the records were made, or in the case of the following records until permit surrender:

(i) off-site environmental effects; and
(i) matters which affect the condition of the land and groundwater.

The operator shall keep on site all records, plans and the management system required to be maintained
by this permit, unless otherwise agreed in writing by the Environment Agency.

Reporting

The operator shall send all reports and notifications required by the permit to the Environment Agency
using the contact details supplied in writing by the Environment Agency.

Within one month of the end of each quarter, the operator shall submit to the Environment Agency using
the form made available for the purpose, the information specified on the form relating to the site and the
waste accepted and removed from it during the previous quarter.

Notifications

The Environment Agency shall be notified without delay following the detection of:

(a) any malfunction, breakdown or failure of equipment or techniques, accident, or emission of a
substance not controlled by an emission limit which has caused, is causing or may cause significant
pollution;

(b) the breach of a limit specified in the permit; or
(c) any significant adverse environmental effects.

Any information provided under condition 4.3.1 shall be confirmed by sending the information listed in
schedule 5 to this permit within the time period specified in that schedule.

Where the Environment Agency has requested in writing that it shall be notified when the operator is to
undertake monitoring and/or spot sampling, the operator shall inform the Environment Agency when the
relevant monitoring and/or spot sampling is to take place. The operator shall provide this information to
the Environment Agency at least 14 days before the date the monitoring is to be undertaken.

The Environment Agency shall be notified within 14 days of the occurrence of the following matters,
except where such disclosure is prohibited by Stock Exchange rules:

Where the operator is a registered company:
(@) any change in the operator’s trading name, registered name or registered office address; and

(b) any steps taken with a view to the operator going into administration, entering into a company
voluntary arrangement or being wound up.

Where the operator is a corporate body other than a registered company:
(@) any change in the operator's name or address; and

(b) any steps taken with a view to the dissolution of the operator.

In any other case:

(a) the death of any of the named operators (where the operator consists of more than one named
individual);

(b) any change in the operator’s name(s) or address(es); and

(c) any steps taken with a view to the operator, or any one of them, going into bankruptcy, entering into
a composition or arrangement with creditors, or, in the case of them being in a partnership,
dissolving the partnership.

Where the operator proposes to make a change in the nature or functioning, or an extension of the
activities, which may have consequences for the environment and the change is not otherwise the subject
of an application for approval under the Regulations or this permit:

(@) the Environment Agency shall be notified at least 14 days before making the change; and

(b) the notification shall contain a description of the proposed change in operation.

Interpretation

In this permit the expressions listed in schedule 6 shall have the meaning given in that schedule.

Environment Act 1995 to exercise, in accordance with the terms of any such authorisation, any power specified in
section 108(4) of that Act.

“best available treatment, recovery and recycling techniques” shall have the meaning given to it in the document
published jointly by the Department for Environment, Food and Rural Affairs, the Welsh Assembly Government

and the Scottish Executive on 27th November 2006, entitled “Guidance on Best Available Treatment, Recovery

and Recycling Techniques (BATRRT) and Treatment of Waste Electrical and Electronic Equipment (WEEE).

“building” means a construction that has the objective of providing sheltering cover and minimising emissions of
noise, particulate matter, odour and litter.

“controlled substances” means chlorofluorocarbons, other fully halogenated chlorofluorocarbons, halons, carbon
tetrachloride, 1,1,1-trichloroethane, methyl bromide, hydrobromofluorocarbons and hydrochlorofluorocarbons
listed in Annex | of Regulation (EC) No 2037/2000 of the European Parliament and of the Council of 29 June
2000 on substances that deplete the ozone layer, including their isomers, whether alone or in a mixture, and
whether they are virgin, recovered, recycled or reclaimed.

“partly stabilised wastes” means wastes containing, after the stabilisation process, hazardous constituents which
have not been changed completely into non-hazardous constituents and could be released into the environment
in the short, middle or long term.
